In July 2005, the National Standards for Adult
Literacy, Numeracy and ICT will be published.
This publication describes the suite of standards
which form the basis for Skills for Life qualifications.

They are expected to be of use to those planning
and developing assessment, qualifications and
learning programmes. At levels one and two they
are aligned to the Key Skills of Communication,
Application of Number and ICT at those levels.

They are for development purposes only and do
not, in any way, address or relate to the ways in
which programmes or qualifications are funded.
